The following are a list of concerns that we as members of the Garinis
Mishlachat found. We would |ike to have these addressed and resolved
prior to our Kinus, which is scheduled for March 1st, 1984. Please
provide us with the resolutions before this time.

Having visited various sites in the Galll and other areas i.e.

Charashim, Amnon, Manof, Bet Aryeh, Neve Tzuf, etc., it Is important that
the actual lot size be no less than 1 dunam net. We discussed this in
Israel and are Just as adament now as we were then. The Garin would be
willing fto assist in the zbsorption of the cost for this additional
burden on the infra-structure.

It is imparative that the time table discussed and agreed to in Israel be
adhered to. :

The "moked" should be on the site as agreed to by February, 1985.

I+ is important that asbestos not be the building material for this
temporary housing. An alternative would be Bison's modular cement
elements produced in Pardesla by Diyour La-Oleh. No member of the Garin
would consider living in Asbestos build construction because of the
carcinogenic nature of this material.

Because of the nature of the Mitzpeh and the qualifications of our
members, it is suggested that members who are building contractors,
architects, etc. be allowed to supervise the establishment of the
infra-structure at the least and/or be the contractual agents for
the establIshment of same.

Last but not least is the choosing of the absorption center site for
the Garin. It is imparative that the site be as close to the actual
Mitzpeh due to a number of factors such as the educational needs of the
children, the need to be near Har Chalutz and the need for the group

to be In an homogenous setting. Carmiel Is the logical site, however,
the absorption center there Is not sulted for familles with children

of various age groups as found in our Garin. The solution would

be the avallability of a block of flats for the Garin as a whole.

It Is our understanding that there wil! be another two groups in
Carmie| at that time with similar needs i.e. Garin Mishol BaGalil

~ and a supplémentary Garin for Manof. Could something be worked

out with these groups and us?
